Information About Each Facility:
TRANSFER STATION 
WM’s Carson Transfer Station (or T-Station) is where all trash (grey bin) is 
hauled before it goes to the WM landfi ll in Corona, CA. At the T-station, we also 
collect, sort, and process green waste before it is sent to a green waste facility 
to become mulch (a form of recycling). We also have a sort line and other 
sorting processes where we recover as much waste as possible for recycling 
before it is landfi lled. 

CENTRALIZED ORGANICS RECYCLING EQUIPMENT (CORe) 
Learn about the City's pilot food waste program at our Orange County 
CORe® facility. Our CORe® technology allows us to recycle more food and 
organics than ever before offering the region a viable green solution. Material 
that once took-up valuable space at the landfill is now extracted from the 
waste stream and it’s being put to beneficial re-use as we work closely with 
our municipal customers to meet state diversion goals.

Holiday Collection Schedule
Because Christmas and New Year’s Day fall on a Thursday this year, service will be delayed 1 day for customers 
with Thursday - Friday routes.  WM will collect any additional trash and recycling materials that do not fit in a 
resident’s container from December 26, 2014- January 9, 2015 (bulky items are not included and need to be 
requested by contacting WM Customer Service 310-830-7100).

Holiday Tree Collection
Between December 26, 2014 and January 17, 2015, residents may place trees next to their carts on 
their regular collection date for free pick up & recycling. Trees must be no taller than 7 feet long or cut 
into 7-foot sections. Please remove all lights, decorations, tinsel, ornaments, and metal stands. Flocked 
trees will be collected but cannot be recycled.

has the capability to process more than 20,000 tons of recyclable newspaper, 
cardboard, aluminum, glass and plastic each month. It is equipped with state-of-
the-art machinery that uses magnets, screens and optical scanners to sort out 
and process the recycling material.

Bulk Items
Residents can call to schedule free collection 
of bulky items three times per calendar year 
by calling WM customer service.

Refuse Reminders

• Reuse and donate items before disposing them for recycling or the
landfi ll.  Hold a “SWAP” Party with your friends and family, or post
items on freecycle.org, craigslist.org,       or ebay.com.  Take advantage of

 locations such as the Manhattan Beach 
Goodwill Store at 1145 Artesia Blvd.

• Use reusable shopping bags instead of single use paper and plastic
bags. They’re sturdy enough for a holiday turkey and better for the
environment. Just remember to regularly launder reusable bags! Still

 at your home? Use them for small trash can 
liners or to pick up pet waste on a walk. You can also return them
to your local grocery store for recycling, or bundle them all in one bag
- tie it up - and place in your recycling cart or bin. Plastic bags are
easiest recycled in bulk.

• Residential refuse carts may be placed for collection from 10:00 a.m.
the day before collection until 10:00 a.m. the day after collection. 
Be a great neighbor and keep your carts from public view during 
non-collection hours.
