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Voting Information - November 3, 2020 Election 

There are several ways for you to cast your vote in this Election and you don’t have to wait until 
Election Day to accomplish it! 

Return Your Vote by Mail Ballot 
There are 3 options for you to return your Vote by Mail (VBM) Ballot: 

• Vote by Mail Ballot Drop Boxes– 24-Hour Drop Boxes have been installed throughout 
LA County. Voters can drop-off ballots 24-hours per day at ANY drop box location in the 
County until 8:00 PM on November 3. Use the County’s VBM Drop Box locator tool to 
find a drop box near you.  

o The City of Manhattan Beach has two drop box locations available:  
 Manhattan Beach Art Center near the parking lot - 1560 Manhattan 

Beach Boulevard  
 Manhattan Beach Library North Entrance– 1320 Highland Avenue 

• Vote Center Drop Off - Drop off your VBM ballot at ANY Vote Center leading up to and 
on Election Day. All Vote Centers are open beginning October 30.  

o  Voter Tip: You do not have to wait in line with those choosing to vote in-person 
to drop off your VBM ballot. 

• Return by Mail – Drop off your ballot at your local post office. The ballot must be 
postmarked by Election Day, November 3. No postage necessary. 

Track Your Vote by Mail Ballot  
Receive personalized text messages, emails and/or automated voice messages regarding 
the status of your Vote by Mail ballot by subscribing to Where's My Ballot. This is a free service 
available to all registered voters that gives you updated information on where your ballot is and 
when you can expect to receive it. 

Vote In-Person at a Vote Center 
LA County voters can decide to vote at ANY Vote Center in the County and are not limited to 
local polling places as in previous elections. Select Vote Centers opened on October 24, and all 
Vote Centers in the County will be open from October 30 – November 3. Use the County’s Vote 
Center locator tool to find a Vote Center near you and to access current wait times. 

• The City of Manhattan Beach will host two 5-day Vote Centers which allow for voting 
October 30-November 3:  

o Joslyn Community Center Auditorium - Ocean Banquet Hall – 1601 N. Valley 
Drive.
