• PUBLIC HEALTH CONTINUES TO STRONGLY RECOMMEND MASKING INDOORS IN 

PUBLIC SETTINGS TO PROTECT THOSE AT ELEVATED RISK - With updated masking 
guidance now in effect in L.A. County, Public Health continues to strongly recommend 
wearing masks indoors in public settings, particularly if you, or someone you live with, is 
at elevated risk of severe illness from COVID-19. Masks are still required while indoors at 
all schools until March 12, when masking indoors for both vaccinated and unvaccinated 
students, staff, teachers, and visitors will be strongly recommended.  Masks are also 
required at all healthcare facilities, long-term care facilities, correctional and detention 
facilities, shelters, and on public transit. 
 

• L.A. COUNTY DAILY BRIEFING STATISTICS ON COVID-19 – L.A. Public Health confirmed 
40 additional deaths and 1,372 new cases of COVID-19. Today’s positivity rate is 0.9%. 
There are 632 people with COVID-19 currently hospitalized. Testing results are available 
for more than 11,516,128 individuals, with 22% of people testing positive. To view 
Statewide case statistics and demographics, including positive cases, deaths, and 
testing results, visit COVID-19 California Case Statistics.
